The office of the chairman will become vacant in case the holder becomes deceased,
resigns from office through the procedure of writing under his hand a resignation
letter addressed to the chief justice, ends up removed from office in accordance with
the provisions of this Act, is convicted in a court of law of an offence involving moral
character and or integrity, is unable to discharge her functions, is declared bankrupt,
or is absent from three consecutive meetings of the commission without good cause.
